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Executive Summary
The Services Provider Licensing Program enables services providers to license Microsoft® products on a monthly basis. The program is designed to emulate how service providers do business - providing services on a monthly fee to their end-customers. A sample list of products available to service providers in this program is provided below.
Program Features

Customer choice: End-customers have a choice of licensing directly from Microsoft then outsourcing their services through a service provider, or having the service provider acquire licenses through the Service Provider Licensing Program. If an end-customer acquires their own licenses and outsources the management of their software to a provider, then the end-customer retains the licenses to their software if their relationship with the provider terminates. If the service provider acquires the licenses through the Service Provider Licensing Program, the provider is the licensee of the software. 
Simple licensing model: All products in the Service Provider Licensing Program are licensed either in per subscriber mode or per processor mode. In per subscriber mode, a subscriber access license (SAL) is needed for each unique individual user who is authorized to utilize the software in a given month. In per processor mode, an unlimited number of users can utilize the software running on a single processor for each processor license. Some products, like Windows® Server and SQL server™, can be licensed according to the service provider’s choice of either per subscriber or per processor mode, and the service provider has flexibility to switch licensing model from month to month.

Eligibility

Microsoft Certified Partner membership is required to license Microsoft technologies through the Services Provider Licensing Program. For more information on the Microsoft Certified Partner program, visit http://www.microsoft.com/certpartner.
Benefits of the Program
The Services Provider Licensing Program is designed based on the service business model, and has incorporated the following key benefits based on feedback from our partners:

· Competitive Pricing: SPLA pricing incorporates Software Assurance (Microsoft’s new maintenance offering) in providing service providers with the most current versions of the products available in the Program for one simple monthly price.
· Pricing Stability: SPLA price changes (if any) will only occur on an annual basis in January and will be proportional to price changes in the Microsoft Open Licensing Program during the preceding year. 
· Use Rights Protection: The Service Provider Use Rights (SPUR) document details all product use rights for this program. Product use rights are specific to each version and will not change for the duration of the program..

· Flexibility & Cash Flow Management: There are no minimum license requirements for this program. With SPLA, service providers have near zero start-up costs, since they only pay for licenses based on what they used to provide services each month. 
· Academic SKUs: Academic pricing on selected server products are available when service providers deploy services to Qualified Education Customers.
